Vinegar

· An acidic liquid processed from the fermentation of ethanol in a process that yields its key ingredient, acetic acid (also called ethanoic acid).

· When a bottle of vinegar is opened, the mother of vinegar may develop. It is considered harmless and can be removed by filtering.

· There are many types of vinegar e.g. white vinegar and wine vinegar.
· White vinegar is often used as a natural household cleaning agent. With most such uses dilution with water is recommended for safety, reduced risk of damaging certain surfaces, and budgetary reasons.
